Mother had a liking for Pranab from the 
very beginning and She opened 
opportunities for him so he could come 
closer to Her.  

…slowly and steadily Mother started 
building [Ashram’s] Physical Education 
organisation making him “Her 
instrument”. She had seen great 
possibilities in Physical Education for the 
work of Physical Transformation which is 
our true aim. That is why She gave Physical 
Education so much importance in the 
Ashram. 

Mother started taking him more and more 
in Her fold. In August 1947, Mother 
permitted him to see Her whenever he 
needed. He was going to Her for various 
works and to attend on Her. Gradually he 
became a part of Her life and by November 
1973, when She left Her body, he used to be 
on duty by Her side for about 16 to 18 
hours every day. 

She taught him personally all about Sri 
Aurobindo's yoga and His teachings. She 
guided him integrally in every field of life's 
actions. And She had given [him] Her 
Peace and Her Ananda, that remain[ed] 
with him all the time. He was able to see 
the true goal of life. 

After She left Her body, he continue[d] 
doing Her work as one of Her “Uttar 
Sadhaks” (Uttar Sadhaks carry forth the

 Sri Aurobindo’s arrival in Pondicherry in 
April 1910 marked the beginning of a 
concentrated sadhana which was  
worldwide in its bearing and significance. 
His was a yoga not for himself but for the 
world, aimed not at personal liberation 
but at a spiritual transformation of life on 
earth. He had left his revolutionary 
activities that had already implanted in 
the Indian mind and heart the ideal of 
independence from British rule, and had 
laid out a programme for its execution, 
much of which was taken up by later 
leaders of the independence movement. 
He had realized that the independence of 
India was necessary for the world so that 
its ancient spiritual knowledge and 
culture would be preserved and 
contribute to the unification and uplifting 
of the world. 
 

The Mother had first met Sri Aurobindo 
on a visit to Pondicherry in 1914. Together 
they started a monthly philosophical 
journal, the Arya. In it, he published 
serially over the next six years most of his 
major works including those which laid 
out the principles of his spiritual 
philosophy, his discipline of yoga, and the 
evolution and development of societies 
which was leading towards a human 
unity founded on a spiritual basis. These 
writings not only presented a new vision, 
but also showed Sri Aurobindo’s 
perspective in relation to other 
philosophies, scientific advances, and 
historical and cultural developments. 
Other writings in the journal focused on 
Indian culture and on India’s spiritual 
scriptures which he newly translated and 
interpreted, and which provided a firm 
basis for his own spiritual philosophy and 
practice. He also wrote a series of essays 
that set out a new theory of poetics. Sri 
Aurobindo had already been writing 
poetry and dramas since his student days 
and later as a professor of English at 
Baroda; in Pondicherry his literary 
writing continued and took on an 
increasingly spiritual substance and style. 
It was during this period that Sri 
Aurobindo first began work on his literary 
masterpiece, the epic poem Savitri, which 
was completed only weeks before his 
passing in December 1950.
